           The Chairman invited Mr Taylor to outline his proposals in relation to Footpath 11 and Aquetong Farm buildings.  Mr Taylor advised that some of the buildings were already built over FP 11. He had agreed with NW ROW Officer a suggested new line for the path, which had been agreed. There was a 2 m wide strip in place, double fenced.  He would be bearing the costs of realigning the path.

          COU of redundant agricultural buildings to the storage of motor vehicles.   Consent granted March 9th 2011. The proposed change of use by reason of its nature would not detrimentally impact on the character and appearance of the countryside at this location and would not involve extensive alterations, extensions or rebuild to the buildings.   The proposal is also considered to be acceptable on highway grounds. Accordingly the proposed development complies with Polices C3; NE15 and BD6 of the adopted NW Local Plan 2011
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                FP 11: The routing of Footpath 11 had been discussed under minute 043/11.  A complaint had been received in respect of BP 12.  The Area ROW Officer had visited the site and confirmed that the path width was adequate for purpose. He noted that 2 gates needed replacing and that a culvert needs attention. This would be attended too in due course. The Landowners details had been provided.

50/11:   Wiltshire Council: 
           Cllr Sturgis reported on the Wiltshire Budget Meeting at which the Budget for 2011/2012 was approved. The Council had developed a 4 year business plan which had proved to be an effective basis on which work.   Endeavours were being made to get super fast broadband county wide. 2 providers had expressed interest. There would plastic and cardboard collections in due course. Garden waste bins would be FOC. Changes in the IT support for Planning would result in a County wide system which be interrogated out of area.   Cllr Sturgis was thanked for his comments and withdrew from the meeting at 20:32 hours.
51/11:  Jubilee Playing Field: 

a) Inspection Reports: Must be dated and timed at the top of the forms.  Condition of net on climbing frame needs attention.  Tennis court was growing moss which needed weed killer applied by April 1st as agreed.
b) JPFJMC: The minutes of the last meeting – February 8th 2011 were noted.
c) New Items: An alternative supplier had been in contact and was providing a quote.
d) Inspection Rota: The provision of the new summer rota would be discussed at a Funding/Raising Social Committee Meeting.  April would be covered by Mrs Bennett. Folder to the Clerk after completion of March checks.
  52/11: Highways Matters:
a) Parish Steward:  Working more independently, would attend in outside schedule dates if required.  
b) Creswell Lane: Following a visit by the Highway Technician the ditch opposite Chink Farmhouse would be dug out to facilitate Vactor operations on various pipe runs under highway.

c) Rose & Crown Car Park: The Highway Technician had drawn attention to several watercourses which needed clearing.   Letters to be written to Landowners.
d) Pavement, The Street, Lea: This had been prioritised and would be dealt with when Wiltshire Council funds permit.
   53/11: Finance:
a) Budget v Cash statement: The statement had been circulated and included all known expenditure up to 31 March 2011.  Approved as submitted.

b) Finance Report: The Finance Report as at date of meeting was approved.  Payments made between meetings were checked and action taken approved.   Accounts for Hire of Village Hall (£35:00) and St Giles Church Room (£10: 00) and Clerk’s salary and expenses (£755:88) were checked and approved for payment. Cheques No’s 000489 M Kerlin £1,025:00; 000490 St Giles PCC £10:00; Lea Village Hall 000491 £35:00; J Parmiter 000492 £755:88.

c) Lloydstsb – Corporate Markets: The Clerk reported that he had instructed Lloydstsb to continually rollover on a 6 weekly basis the 2 accounts held on behalf of the Parish Council.   This action was approved by the members.
d) PAYE: HMRC had advised that wef from April 6th all Parish Councils must be registered for PAYE.  Clerks and paid officers could not be paid gross from that date.  Members felt this to be an unnecessary bureaucratic step, just adding burdens on Parish Councils.  The Chairman indicated that he was writing to James Gray MP about this matter.
e) Finance Computer package: Members agreed that the Clerk could purchase a Financial package for his computer at approximately £100:00 + VAT, possibly incorporating PAYE. 
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54/11: Village Hall: It was reported that the Chairman had resigned due to work commitments.  Cllr   Fuller indicated that a replacement was being sought.  Cllr Cull to write letter of thanks to Mr Lee Matthews.  The water heater was being replaced and the toilets redecorated.  Quiz Night on March 26th.
55/11: Allotments: 

a) Hedge and ditch: Cllr Fuller reported that he had discussed the matter of the trees in the hedge with the owner. There was unlikely to be movement in this matter.
b) Notes of meeting:   These had been circulated and the decision by those present to accept responsibility for the roadway grass or recultivation of the bank was accepted.
c) Revised Code Conduct: The revised code of conduct was approved and would be circulated to all tenants. 
d) Revised Grass Cutting Costs: AW Services had submitted a revised cost of £110:00 for three cuts in the season.  RESOLVED that this be accepted and to form part of the main contract.

56/11: Ground Maintenance Contract – 2011

a) Wiltshire Council Service Level Agreement (SLA): All terms of the SLA had been   reviewed together with cash allowance and considered by the Chairman and the Clerk. Their recommendation based on the facts available was that we should reject the entire proposal. After a review by Members it was RESOLVED that we do not take on this additional grass cutting within the village.

b)  Award of Annual Ground Maintenance Contract: RESOLVED that we accept the revised offer from AW Services in the sum of £2,655:00. (Two thousand, Six hundred and fifty Five pounds). The constituent parts are £2,450:00:00 for main works, £110:00 for allotments and £95:00 for works on the Tennis Court and Cricket area.  It had been previously agreed that the £95:00 would be recovered from Playing Field Funds.  The Contract document was presented and signed on behalf of the Council.
