          c)  Ground Maintenance:  Various comments had been expressed to the Clerk regarding the amount of growth of the grass.  Machinery breakdowns and excessive growth had caused the Contractor difficulties.  These had now been resolved and cutting was back on schedule.  An additional quote had been sought for an extra cut if conditions required the extra cut. 
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 113/14:    Highways:

a) Community Steward/Community Days – Meetings at regular intervals were being held with the area co-ordinator and the contractor prior to notified Community days to facilitate items needing action. 
b)  Highway Verge Markers: Under the Highway Act 1980 Chapter 66 - The positioning of private verge markers was illegal.  They only remained in situ at the discretion of the Highway Engineer.  Damage to vehicles etc   caused by these markers was the responsibility of the householder on whose frontage they had been placed.
c) Crabmill Lane: Complaints had been received regarding the verge damage caused by contractors lorries’ delivering building materials to the Crabmill Farm site.

d) Grass and Hay Haulage: Comments had been received regarding the perceived speed of tractors and trailers in the village during the grass cutting season. This was a necessary aspect of rural community life and provided that due care was taken at the time there was nothing that could be done.

             d)    Defibrillators:  Cllr Cull made a presentation to Members following a meeting which both he and the Clerk held with Mr Richard Schofield of Community Heartbeat Trust. He said that although many parishioners had generously made pledges in support of this initiative the total from individuals across the parish would not pay for one unit. However as part of the process an offer was received from one household to purchase a defibrillator to be placed at the Village Hall with a suitably inscribed plaque as a memorial to the donors late father – a well known and respected resident within the village.   RESOLVED after discussion to proceed with the one donated by a local family but not to call in the pledges offered.  It was unlikely that funds could be drawn down from MAB towards this project.   The Chairman and the Parish Clerk  to meet with the family concerned to finalise arrangements for the purchase and write an appropriate letter to all those who had made pledges  following the outcome of this meeting.
