c) Plot 1:  Following the letter received from the Tenant having been circulated and subsequently discussed it was RESOLVED that the notice to quit should be enforced. 
d)  Condition of Plots:  Cllr Gore reported that all plots were generally in good order.  Plot 6 was rather overgrown and did not appear to have been worked.

e) Access to Cleverton Plot:  Cllr Barnes reported no progress with this matter.
f) Hedge Cutting: This work had been completed. If necessary A W Services would clear any debris from the grass verge and if required would trim the length after the main entrance gate. .
