 028/15: Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on April 15th 2014 (Folio 880/881) having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  
           The Chairman signed the Minutes.  
 029/15: Finance: 

           The Clerk/RFO presented the finance report as at date of meeting showing the   movement of the account over the 8 months ended 15th January 2015.  Copy attached to Minutes.  Balances: Lloyds Bank Current account £1,052.72.  Total reserves as at January 16th 2014 placed in Lloyds Bank Corporate Market account £20,704.26 on 6 weeks’ roll over with interest currently at 0.5%.
 030/15: Queen Elizabeth II Diamond Jubilee Playing Field:

i) Weekly Inspection Sheets: Comments on the inspection sheets regarding the holes in the Tennis Court fencing were noted.  No action.
ii) Hedge: The state of the overgrown hedge at the western boundary had been raised.  Contact to be made with owner/s as it was multiple access to dwellings.  
iii) Tennis Court: The growth on the edge behind the Tennis Court was noted, this formed part of the maintenance contract and would be brought to the attention of the Contractor.  

iv) Jubilee Bench: The bench which had been removed had been replaced by the Diamond Jubilee Seat. 
v) b)   Summer Inspection Rota: (April – October 2015) had been arranged   and published.
        vi)   Annual Ground Maintenance Contract 2015: Tennis Court & Cricket Area: The 2015 contract included the sweeping/blowing off of detritus from the Tennis Court on two occasions; and the rolling of the Cricket practice area on 2 occasions at a total cost of £45.00 per year.  (April and May only).  Following discussions it was RESOLVED that the use of the Cricket Net area should be discontinued forthwith with the matting remaining in place.  This action would require a deletion from the Asset Register and the Ground Maintenance Contract charge for 2015 would be reduced by £20.00.  
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  031/15: Queen Elizabeth II Jubilee Playing Field (Cont’d):
              vii) Conifer Hedge:  This hedge had been cut but due to the wet weather and the consequent soft ground it had not been possible to clear the Playing Field side.   This would be done as soon as conditions permit. Mr & Mrs Roy’s side had been cleared within days of the cut
           viii) Northern Boundary Hedge:  Following the height reduction of the Playing Field Hedge it was noted that this section was in need of remedial work.  Therefore 4 quotations had been sought with 2 responses received. These would be evaluated by the Chairman and the Clerk and tabled for a decision at the Planning Meeting due to be held on February 24th. 
032/15:  RoSPA Inspection: The Annual Inspection was carried out in October 2014. The Clerk had extracted and circulated the various items which were noted at an increased risk. Quotation for parts to be obtained from Playdale for the Tower Multi Play; and the Junior swing. Other items included the goal posts, too dark a colour, large stones on the Toddler area and Little Hamlets – ground erosion, also around the wet pour on the Junior swings.
