· Central Government cuts totalled £140m.  The County precept had remained at the same level for 4 years whereas Parishes were not capped and would of necessity be required to do more for themselves from their own resources.
· Greater resources were required to look after the vulnerable and the elderly.

· Highway budgets in the past had been utilised for Social Care.  It had now been necessary to borrow to maintain and restore the Highways to a better level.  The sum involved was being spent over 4 years.  
· Much money had been spent on Cresswell Lane and also “The Street” pavement.    
· Garden Waste:  Some 44, 00 0 residents had signed up to the revised garden waste scheme at £40.00 per bin.  This was more than previously registered.  Resources would be better utilised by the reduction with the revision of collection routes.  The project would be harmonised across the County.  The cost per bin for each resident was 77pence per week.  Composting was a real opportunity provided that resident had space and the use for such a product.

· Blue lidded bins: There was a possibility that a greater range of plastics would be acceptable.

· Broadband: There were government grants for the areas which BT could not satisfactorily service.  Cotswold Wireless was one such enterprise under consideration.
