The members endorsed his comments and wished her well.   
b) Passenger Transport Workshop: The Chairman reported on a well structured and useful meeting which was pre consultation brought about with a view to cutting costs by possibly using minibuses and the Link Scheme.

 109/15: Queen Elizabeth II Diamond Jubilee Playing Field:
a) Inspection Reports: The residue of the concrete footings had been noted as unsafe, Cllr Crockett had been asked to arrange their removal.  All the hedge cuttings had been removed as had the cricket net framework.   It was suggested that at the appropriate time we should arrange  a heavy flat roller to flatten the grass surface.  The new bearings for the junior swing had fitted.
                b). Parking Area Marking: Cllr Crockett reported that he was having difficulty with this and sugges1ted that it may have to be hand painted. .    
                c)  Ground Maintenance Contract: The Clerk advised Members that he had found it necessary to write to the Contractor and draw his attention to the poor state of workmanship.  He further had also drawn attention to the Contract which required the use of cylinder cutting of the Playing Field.

                      We had, over the years accepted rotary cutting without question or comment.  Members agreed that the contract document should stay as written and that we should allow the continued cutting by rotary machines.
               d)  Ground Maintenance Contract 2016:  Agreed that we should seek a two year contract for 2016 and 2017.  The SLA works should be priced as a separate item depending on continuance from Wiltshire Council.

               e)  Eastern End Hedge:  It was noted that the intention of the hedge owner leading to Coombe Barn and other dwellings would be cut in due time. 50% of this hedge was within the Playing Field being astride the boundary fence.  Cllr Crockett was asked to confirm this position before we took any action to cut back the Playing Field section.
