Work would have to be carried out outside the bird breeding season.  The Chairman asked to check time validity of the acceptable quote.  Photos of inner hedge required to support Planning Application.
    f)  Oak Tree adjacent to Tennis Court: Due to break up the court surface it was agreed to seek advice from LPA in respect felling of this tree and replanting similar in a better position. Photos of Oak Tree and Court damage required to support Planning Application.
