133/10: Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on April 13th 2010 (Folio 702) having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  The Chairman signed the Minutes.

134/10:  Jubilee Playing Field:

i) Weekly Inspection Reports: Cricket net to be taken down in due course and stored.  Security of climbing frame net requires attention..
ii) RoSPA: The annual report indicated the high risk in relation to the state of the climbing frame.
iii) S106 Payment: A payment of £5,000 was expected shortly in respect of recent building works in the Parish
iv) Climbing Frame: All surrounding timbers and one upright need replacing, Additional bark required, also overhanging branches need attention.
RESOLVED that the Clerk obtain details of suitable replacement item/s that could possibly be sited on the Boules Court area, this is little used.  The existing frame area would perhaps be returned to grass. Grant application to be made for part funding.
v) Horse Chestnut Trees: Planning Application submitted to LPA. Would be approved within six weeks unless TPO was put in place by LPA.  Three estimates were being obtained split into four sections based on Mike Gregory report. 
vi) Tennis Court: Surface considered by players to be slippery. RESOLVED that Cllr Mounsey inspects the court for moss or other items of growth and reports back to the members by phone and the Clerk by e-mail.    Cllr Crockett suggested that the

court needed a good brushing to remove the residue of material arising from the closeness of the hedge and not weed spraying as there was no growth to spray.

There were also cracks in the surface adjacent to the oak tree.      The  Chairman  indicated that he was making contact with the owner of the hedge to discuss the situation.  The netting was also in need of some remedial works.
vii) Inspection Rota: The Playing Field Rota had been updated to cover the winter period up to and including March 2011.  
           viii)   Ground Maintenance: It was felt that this work had been carried out to s good  standard.  It was suggested that a regular brushing of the court and rolling of the cricket matting should be included in the Ground Maintenance Contract for 2011s
