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The Minutes of the Jubilee Playing Field Joint Management Committee Meeting held on Tuesday February 21st 2012 in St Giles Church Rooms, Lea.  The meeting commenced at 19:45 hours.

31/12: Apologies: Cllr A P Fuller.

32/12: Declarations of Interest: None.

33/12: Public Questions:  None.

34/12: Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on October 11th 2011 (Folio 780/781) having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  The Chairman signed the Minutes.  It was noted that Mrs Copson had not resigned from the Committee.
35/12:  Jubilee Playing Field:

a) Celia’s House: Proceeding at a total cost of £10,086:04 for the Eibe equipment. The items would be sited on the Boules area, final placement to be agreed. Mr Nigel Starr would lead the project and would provide an estimate in respect of additional materials required. The spare “Matta” matting would be used to cover the site. Erection to start after Easter once positioning agreed.  Cllr Cull would continue to oversee this project.
b) Scots Pine Tree: This had been removed and a replacement planted.
c) Oak Tree adjacent to Tennis Court: Planning consent had been granted to remove the tree and to replant another in a more suitable location. 
d) Inspection Reports: The only item reported was the split in the beam on the “Agility/Adventure course 3 wobble board and log walk”, however this was considered to be in a satisfactory state.  No further action at this time.
e) Ground Maintenance Contract 2012:  Awarded to JD Garden and Estates Management.  RESOLVED that the Playing Field Funds would pay the £145:00 in respect of the sweeping of the Tennis Court, (7  x Monthly) and the rolling of the cricket matting, (April and May only).  Mrs Bennett advised that she was obtaining a quote for pressure washing the court.  

f) Parking Area: Following comments by a parishioner steps were being taken to investigate the possibility of extending this area in respect of both Highway requirements and cost implications.
g) Benches: Members were advised that the costs in relation to the provision of benches was between £190:00 to £1,000:00.  This all depended on the type of construction and finish.   A suitable bench would form part of the Celia’s house project. Clerk to obtain further details. Agreed that the standard should be as high as funds permitted. 
36/12:  Finance: 
RESERVE Funds: The reserve funds continue to be invested in a LloydsTSB Corporate Market account for 6 week period continually rolling over at a currently revised rate of 0.65% gross. Current balance is £15,918:28 as at February 27th 2012. Total interest received £80:00 since we invested funds.  RESOLVED that the Clerk be authorised to withdraw funds as required towards the costs of Celia House Project.  LloydsTSB current account contained £148:16.   Section 106 funds £2,702:90. The 50% costs involved in the removal of the Leylandii Hedge had been recovered and the Contractor paid for the works involved.
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37/12:  Queen Elizabeth’s Diamond Jubilee:

a) Tuesday June 5th: An event on the Playing Field was being organised in the afternoon biased towards children.  An evening event was being arranged, by a village committee which would include a Hog Roast at Winkworth Farm.  However costs were felt to be on the high side.  The Parish Council had agreed to provide £400:00 towards the overall costs of the day.   

b) Registration of Playing Field:  The site had been registered with the Land Registry by Thrings LLP. (Mr D Lewis) on our behalf.  The Deed of Dedication between the Parish Council and Fields in Trust (FiT) had been signed and forwarded to FiT for ratification and completion. Officially the site will be titled as “Queen Elizabeth II Jubilee Field”. Various items would be obtained from FiT to denote their involvement. Funding streams were also available.
