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The Minutes of the Jubilee Playing Field Joint Management Committee Meeting held on Tuesday October 30th 2012 in St Giles Church Rooms, Lea.  The meeting commenced at 20:00 hours.

150/12:  Apologies: Cllr S Avent and S Hills.  Members were advised that Mrs T Copson would longer be attending   these meetings.  A replacement would be recruited.
151/12:  Declarations of Interest: None.
152/12:  Public Questions:  None.

153/12: Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on February 21st 2012 (Folio 796/797) having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  The Chairman signed the Minutes.  
154/12:  Finance: 

           The Clerk/RFO presented the finance report as at date of meeting.  Balances: Lloyds Tsb current account £317.14; Total reserves with Lloyds Corporate Markets, including balance of Celia’s Fund £15,350.00. £350.00 was held by the Parish Council. The major item of expenditure had been £2,860.00 on the Tennis Court. £145.00 in respect Tennis court and cricket costs of sweeping and rolling respectively would be paid from JPFJMC funds to the contractor at the month end.
155/12:  Disposal of proceeds from HM Queen Elizabeth II Jubilee Celebrations:

           RESOLVED that the sum of £150.00, (S137); be donated to the Lea Baby and Toddler Group funds.  It was further agreed that the balance of £303.95 be set aside for provision of a new wooden bench for the Jubilee Playing Field.

156/12:  Queen Elizabeth II Jubilee Playing Field:

a) Inspection reports:  Completed weekly but continued to highlight that the fact that the picnic table tops required some planks to be replaced. 
b) Winter Inspection Rota: This had been agreed and circulated.
c) Ground Maintenance Contract 2013: RESOLVED to seek tenders for the rolling of cricket area during the months of April and May.  The Tennis court sweeping would be done by volunteers; however a price would be sought for the monthly clearing of the court.
d) Tennis Court: Agreed that the refurbishing of the court had improved the amenity substantially.   Coaching courses had proved successful and the coach would be requested to provide a net measuring device in lieu of any usage charge.
CELIA’S AREA: 
e) Seating: RESOLVED to purchase a 2.4 m Balmoral Teak Bench at cost of £499.99 from Cyan.  Clerk to obtain quote to include the Jubilee Inscription, delivery and provision of ground anchors.  Quotations to be sought for the provision of a concrete plinth.  
f) Plaque: RESOLVED to purchase a suitable plaque to be fixed to Celia’s house.  Clerk to work with Mrs Bremner to select item.  Costs between £35.00 and £195.00 depending on material utilised.
g) Astro Turf: Cllr Cull was endeavouring to secure a quantity of Astro Turf.  We did not have sufficient “Matta” matting to cover the area.  The existing surface complied with EN 1176. Play Bark was possibly a suitable alternative to provide a cushion surface.  Minimum depth requirement to be checked.
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156/12:  Queen Elizabeth II Jubilee Playing Field:

h) Trees: We are required to plant 1 No Oak tree to replace the one felled earlier. Fields in Trust are providing FOC a Royal Oak due for delivery November.  RESOLVED to await delivery before taking a decision to purchase another.
i) Additional seating adjacent to Tennis Court: This was felt not to be necessary at this time. 
j) Tennis Court Gate Entrance: It was suggested that some remedial work was necessary at this location.  Cllr Cull, when doing the November weekly inspections to check the surface.
 157/12: RoSPA Inspection: This had been carried out with Cllr Cull in attendance to clarify surface requirement to the surface of Celia’s Area which is compliant with EN 1176.  The report highlighted several items which were preservative treatment of wooden seating, highlighting goalposts, condition of timbers on some seating and picnic tables.

 158/12: Chestnut Tree Report: The Mike Gregory Tree Consultancy had carried out an inspection on October 7th 2012 and had submitted a written report on the 2 trees in question.  Quotations were being obtained for the recommended works.  Planning consent would need to be obtained.

 159/12:  Future activities: Nothing planned at this time.

         160/12:  Date of next meeting:   RESOLVED that the next Meeting be held as required on a date to be advised.   March/April 2013.
