Mr Christopher Daws had kindly agreed to provide storage.  

  f)  Annual Ground Maintenance Contract: 2013 contract included the brushing/blowing off of detritus from the Tennis Court on two occasions; and the rolling of the Cricket practice area on 2 occasions at a total cost of £45.00. (April and May only).  RESOLVED that this should be continued and be included in the 2014 Contract at the appropriate rate..
  g)  Defibrillators: A discussion was held regarding the provision of Defibrillators within the Parish. A few sites were suggested.  A Fund Raising letter had been drafted and would be sent to all organisations within the Parish.
