 53/08:  Minutes: The Minutes of the meeting held on October 16th 2007 (Folios 585/586 having been circulated were taken as read, agreed as a true record and signed.  The Chairman signed the Minutes.

54/08:  Jubilee Playing Field:

i)  Matters arising from the Weekly Inspection Reports: The lower branches of the Horse Chestnuts were a head level and needed removing.  Branches to be marked by Mr.  D Hussey on next weekly inspection.  Cllr Crockett would arrange removal.

 ii)  Tennis Court: Moss clearing had been carried out and appeared to be under control.   Sufficient weed killer was still available for further treatments as required. The matter of the height of the Leylandii hedge adjacent to the Court had been raised with the owner who had agreed to trim back the court overhangs and also shortened by about 1 metre.      The Cricket net needed refitting and support bars secured. 
iii) Entrance Fence: The Parish Council had carried the work on the entrance fence and had also replaced one of the cross bars on the “A” Frame.
      
iv) Graffiti: No further information had been received from the Police concerning the individuals responsible for the graffiti on various items.

v) Rota: Full details for the 1st 10 months 2008 had been agreed and published. The Parish Councillors would recommence inspections in November 2008. 
vi) RoSPA: The annual inspection had been carried out. Any matters raised were either   Low or Medium risk.  Cut back top beam on Climbing Frame and overhanging trees also at Cradle swings, there must be 2 metres minimum clearance from equipment.
 vi). Ground Maintenance: The annual contract had been awarded to Sodexho Land Technology.  The first cut had been made and was satisfactory.

          ii) Public Liability Insurance: An insurance check had revealed that there was no Public Liability cover on the Tennis Court and the Boules area.  Is now included on the Parish Councils schedule at an additional cost of approx £90:00.
