         Extension to dwelling over the attached single garage. Consent granted 7th February 2013

      The proposed development complies with policies of the Development Plan, notably C3 and H8 of the NW Local Plan 2011 and there are no objections on planning grounds. 

                b) 12/03411/FUL - The Beeches, The Street, Lea. S16 9PF

         Convert existing outbuilding to ancillary accommodation. 

       12/03411/FUL – The Beeches, The Street, Lea, SN16 9PF Small Grassed area at rear is currently agricultural needs COU to ensure that the land is converted to residential and not left as agricultural.    Consent granted 1st February 2013.       

             The development is seen to be appropriate in terms of its use, bulk and the design approach taken.  It is not considered that this development will detract from the character and or appearance of the rural area and the countryside beyond to an extent that permission should be refused.                 Fell 1 No Ash Tree.    The Chairman reported on the discussions held between interested parties regarding the ownership of the ditch and subject tree. The Applicant had indicated that he would remove the tree as six weeks had expired since lodging the application which came before the Members on February 12th 2013.  The recommendation was that the work should proceed. However the adjacent landowner had indicated that the tree and ditch were on his land and was arranging a survey to establish the facts.  The Tree Officer was seeking urgent clarification 
b) Crabmill Lane verges: 
                           Cllr Gore raised the matter of the encroachment of the Playing Field verge, by parked and other large vehicles.  The Milk tanker and Refuse vehicles tended to over run verges when cars were parked on the roadside, thus impeding safe access.
