1)  Planning Applications for consideration:  Cllr Cull vacated the Chair, took no part in the discussions and did not leave the room.  CLLR FULLER IN THE CHAIR.                 a) 10/02446/FUL – 3 Manor View, Little Badminton Lane, lea. SN16 9PD – REVISED PLANS. Two storey extension to side of dwelling and single storey extension to rear.   Correspondence from neighbours was considered, noted and was fully supported by Members. The sizing and general intrusion into the character and setting of the surrounding neighbourhood was felt to be unsatisfactory, Members accordingly expressed the view that the revised proposal was not compliant with the NW Local Plan 2011 –C3 & H8.  Recommend refusal to LPA.
                 Cllr Cull returned to the Chair. 
                     b) 10/04264/FUL – Aquetong Farm, Cresswell Lane, lea. SN16 9PE

                 Erection of agricultural building for livestock.  Members reviewed the application and were of the view that the matter and routing of Footpath 11 must be resolved with all parties before consideration be given to other matters. They were also of the view that the type of building specified was unsuitable for the housing of livestock due to its construction and lack of ventilation. Concerns were expressed regarding the non agricultural works being carried out on site together with the general proliferation of buildings within the curtilage.  This proposal leads to the inexorable decline in the rural amenity and character of the area which would not meet the criteria of NE15. There would be an additional traffic flow to the site, consequent further damage to U/C 1061 which was already in a very poor condition.  Recommend refusal to LPA.
                       c) 10/04070/TPO – Cowbridge Mill, Swindon Road, Malmesbury. SN16 9RS
                 Tree works to Beech, 2 Limes, Oak, Conifer, Acer and Purple Beech. Members were of the view that the consent sought should be granted.

  Tree Surgery to 3 Horse Chestnut trees.  Consent granted 24 November 2010
b) 10/03841/FUL – Brillscote House, The Street, Lea. SN16 9PF
Installation of Solar Panels. Consent granted 29 November 2010. The proposed development is considered to be acceptable based on its siting, scale and design which would be in keeping with the character and appearance of the area and will have no adverse impact on the amenities currently enjoyed by the neighbouring residents and would preserve the character and appearance of the Lea Conservation Area.  The proposal is in all respects in accordance with Policy C3, NE16, HE1 and H8 of the NW Local Plan 2011, PPS5 and PPS22.
