               Erection of Wall at Rear,   Members were advised that this application had arisen as a result of a visit by an Enforcement Officer following previous complaints raised by residents of St Giles Close in relation to the erosion of parking spaces at the rear of some of the properties.  Their concerns had been forwarded to the LPA.  The Clerk advised that the Planning Officer had not yet visited the site and was content to allow an extension for the reply until after the next PC meeting.           ii)  Planning Application Approved:

              a) 09/01283/FUL – Street Farm, Cleverton, Chippenham. SN15 9BS 

               Erection of Livestock Building. Consent granted October 1st 2009.  This is an appropriate form of development in terms of siting, mass, bulk and design of the agricultural building.  The proposal complies with policies C3, NE15 of the Local Plan 2011.

  b) 09/01437/FUL – Leafield Farm, Creswell Lane, Lea. SN16 9PE

Revision of 09/00216/FUL – Siting of Temporary Agricultural Dwelling. 

       Consent granted 12th October 2009. The LPA has determined this application in accordance with the development plan and PPS7 Sustainable Development in Rural Areas.  The development is considered to be acceptable on its planning merits as the proposal has now provided clear evidence of firm intention and the ability to develop the enterprise, clear evidence of functional need and clear evidence that the proposed enterprise has been planned on a sound financial basis.  In addition to the recently submitted additional information, the applicants fulfil the functional need in that there is no existing dwelling on the unit or other existing accommodation in the area suitable for occupation by the applicant.  The proposed siting of the temporary agricultural workers dwelling minimises the harm to the wider character of this rural area, the proposal provides satisfactory car parking and will not have a detrimental impact upon highway safety.  
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       As such the proposal is in accord with Policies C3, NE15 and H4 of the NW Local Plan 2011 and having regard to all the other matters raised, planning permission is granted subject to the following conditions.   

· The caravan herby permitted shall be removed and the land restored to its former condition on or before 31st October 2012 in accordance with a scheme of work submitted to and approved in writing by the LPA. 
      REASON: In the interest of amenity, in order to secure restoration of the  land upon removal/extinguishment of a building for which permission can be justified only on the basis of a temporary need. 
· The occupation of the caravan hereby permitted shall be limited to a person solely or mainly working, or last working, in the locality in agriculture (as defined in Section 336 (1) of the T&C Planning Act 1990 or in any provision equivalent to that Act in any statutory instrument revoking and re-enacting 
that Act with or without modification), or in forestry, or a widow or widower   of such a person, and to any resident dependants.   

REASON: The site is in an area where residential development for purposes other than the essential needs of agriculture or forestry is not normally permitted and consent is only granted on the basis of there being a demonstrable essential and overriding need for e new temporary caravan in this location.
·  No external lighting shall be installed on this site until plans showing the type of lighting apparatus, height and position of the fittings, illumination levels and light spillage have been submitted to and approved by the LPA.  The lighting apparatus shall be installed and shall be maintained in accordance with the approved details. REASON: In the interests of this rural location in the open countryside and to minimise unnecessary light spillage above and outside the development,
· The development hereby permitted shall be used only for the purposes of agriculture (as defined in Section 336 (1) of the T&C Planning Act 1990 or in any provision equivalent to that Act in any statutory instrument revoking and re-enacting that Act with or without modification), REASON: To ensure that the development is used only for the purposes of agriculture. 
· The caravan hereby permitted shall not be occupied until first five metres of the access measured from the edge of the carriageway, has been consolidated and surfaced (not loose stone or gravel).  The access shall be maintained as such hereafter. REASON: In the interests of highway safety. 
                                      c)  09/01502/TCA – The Villa, The Street, Lea. SN16 9PF

                     Fell 3 conifers & Tree surgery to 1 Yew Tree. Consent granted 6th October 2009.
          iii)  Planning Applications Refused:

09/01386/OUT: - Noah’s Ark Farm, Garsdon, SDN16 9NS

Propose new dwelling in garden.  Refused September 25th 2009.  
· The proposal is for an isolated new dwelling in the open countryside. No special justification has been forwarded for this development and is therefore considered to be contrary to the provisions of Policy H4 of the adopted North Wiltshire Local Plan 2011 and the well established planning guidance at national level within PPS7: Sustainable Development in Rural Areas. 
· The proposal, located remote from services, employment opportunities and being unlikely to be well served by public transport, is contrary to the key aims of PPG Note 13 which seeks to reduce growth in the length and numbers of motorised journeys.
· The proposed development does not demonstrate that adequate manoeuvring   space within the site for vehicles can be achieved.  In the absence of such a demonstration, the proposed development is considered to be contrary to the provisions of Policy C3 of the adopted North Wiltshire local Plan 2011.

Proposed Conversion of a Barn to Dwelling.  (Revision to 08/02417/FUL).

The proposed conversion involves significant extension to the side and rear and thus fails to comply with Policy BD6 of the adopted North Wiltshire Local Plan 2011.  A financial agreement is required to be entered into in respect of an off-site open space contribution in accordance with Policy CF3 of the adopted North Wiltshire Local Plan 2011.
