              09/00216/FUL – Leafield Farm, Creswell Lane, Lea. SN16 9PE

             Siting of Temporary Agricultural Workers Dwelling.  Refused April 1st 2009. The site lies outside the framework or physical limits of any established settlement, in an area in respect of which it is the policy of the LPA, in the interests of rural amenity, that only development essential to agricultural need or otherwise appropriate to a rural area shall be permitted.  Insufficient justification exists for a residential unit in this location and in association with the operations on this site.  The proposal is therefore contrary to policy H4 of the NW Local Plan 2011 and PPS 7.
